Students in the EAZMVC program will also have to complete a number of other training opportunities.
Ideally, these will align with their specific areas of interest in exotic animal/zoological medicine; 50 points
(pt) required. Once 50 points have been awarded, the student will be enrolled in VCS 901 (Clinical
Externship and/or Programmed Study) for 0 credit status (no financial cost).
