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Malaria From a global perspective, rabies remains a severely neglected disease.
With the development of effective biologics more than 30 years ago, there
is no reason why people exposed to rabies today should be at risk for
developing and dying of rabies. And yet, it is estimated that more than
55,000 humans die of rabies every year mainly from impoverished
communities in Asia, Africa and Latin America and mostly from uncontrolled
rabies in dogs which can be eliminated.

Rabies awareness is important for everyone because humans travel,
animals are moved , and bats flythe risk is global. Prevention involves the
public, veterinarians, animal control personnel, diagnosticians,
epidemiologists, public health and healthcare specialists, physicians,
ecologists, biologists, researchar®©ne Health in action.

The idea of “low hanging fruit” -
