When should my kitten have its first exam?

It is critical for your kitten to have a wellness
exam as soon as possible. Many breeders and
pet stores even require exams within a few days
of purchase. Your kitten will be examined for any
signs of systemic illness and hereditary or con-
genital defects.

When should my kitten be spayed or neutered?
Spaying or neutering should be done between
5 and 6 months of age. Benefits include:

m  Controlling the pet population

®  Reducing medical and
behavioral issues

® Increasing life span

This visit is the ideal time to
have your kitten microchipped
for permanent identifica-
tion in case of acci-
dental separation.

Is heartworm disease a risk for my kitten?

Heartworm is a poten-
tially deadly blood- bome

spread by mosquitoes.
Although cats are not
easily infected, just one
heartworm can cause
the death of your
beloved feline friend.
This parasite can be
easily prevented with a
monthly topical applica-
tion. Some products
also help control other internal

and external

parasites. We will advise you as to which prod-

uct is best for your kitten.

What about controlling other parasites?

Both internal
and external
parasites can
be a serious

| threat to your

kitten's health.
Many cats are

¥ born with intes-

tinal parasites,

some of WhICh can be transmltted to people.
We will give your kitten a general dewormer for
roundworms and hookworms at each visit. We
will also select and apply specific external par-
asite control products for your kitten.
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
